 Pope Francis on Sunday asked the question, ñWho is Jesus 
for each one of us?ò Speaking to the thousands of pilgrims and visi-
tors gathered in St Peterôs Square for his Angelus address, the Pope 
reflected on the reading from St Lukeôs Gospel where Jesus asks 
the disciples, ñWho do the crowds say that I am?ò The disciples 
reply ñJohn the Baptistò, or ñElijahò or ñone of the ancient proph-
etsò.  
 The Pope noted that people respected Jesus as a great 
prophet but they were not yet aware of his true identity as the Mes-
siah, the Son of God sent by the Father for the salvation of all.  
 Jesus then asks his disciples directly, ñBut who do you say 
that I am?ò and Peter immediately replies on behalf of them all, 
ñThe Christ of Godò. In this way, Pope Francis said, Jesus realized 
that the twelve apostles, and Peter in particular, Francis said, Jesus 
realized that the twelve apostles, and Peter in particular, had re-
ceived the gift of faith from God, enabling him to begin to speak 
openly about his suffering, death and Resurrection which will take 
place in Jerusalem.  
 Those same questions, the Pope said, are asked of us today: 
ñWho is Jesus for the people of our day?ò And more importantly, 
ñWho is Jesus for each one of us?ò We are called, he said, to re-
spond like Peter, professing with joy that Jesus is the Son of God, 
the eternal Word of the Father who became man in order to redeem 
humanity and bestows on us the abundance of His divine mercy.  
 Many people, the Pope said, feel a void around and inside 
them, while others live in fear and anxiety because of uncertainty 
and conflict. Only in Christ, he said, is it possible to find true peace 
and fulfilment of all our aspirations.   
 Finally the Pope noted that Jesus tells his disciples, ññIf 
anyone wishes to come after me, he must deny himself and take up 
his cross daily and follow meò. This is  not an ornamental or an 
ideological cross, he said, but it is the cross of our daily lives and 
the sacrifices we make for the sake of others, parents, children, 
families, friends and even our enemies. It is the cross of solidarity 
with the poor, he said, of our commitment to justice and peace.  
 Let us remember all those people, the Pope concluded, who 
put into practice these words of Jesus, offering their time and their 
work, their efforts and even their lives in order not to deny their 
faith in Christ. Jesus, through the Holy Spirit, he said, will give us 
the strength to continue on our journey of faith and to bear witness 
to Him.

THE PROCESS OF CANONIZATION: In 993, Pope John XV 
elevated Uric of Augsburg formally and universally as we do today 
to the level of Saint. Before that time, local bishops would decide 
which candidates would have honorable mention and feast days. 
Originally, only martyrs were honored and "recommended" to the 
public. 

 Pope Alexander III in the 12th century was the first pope to 
restrict the prerogative of canonization to the Holy See. In 1983 the 
process was modified, with one of the changes being to reduce the 
process to ten years. The person must have died at least five years 
prior to the beginning of the process. 

  

The levels in the process are Venerable, Blessed, and Saint. 

¶ Venerable - The congregation researches the candidate's virtues 
to verify if the person practiced virtue to a heroic degree, or died 
a martyr's death, and either does or does not recommend their 
cause. When the pope accepts the report, the candidate in termed 
"Venerable."   

¶ Blessed - The second (apostolic) process continues the first. 
Now is a very lengthy process of scrutiny over the person's life, 
virtues, writings and reputation for holiness. Customarily one 
miracle must be credited to the candidate's intercession with 
God. The venerable candidate would then be "beatified" by the 
pope at a ceremony in St. Peter's Basilica.   

¶ Saint - Canonization means being "raised to the full honors of 
the altar." A second miracle, after beatification is required. In 
the ceremonies, the name of the saint is mentioned in the Eucha-
ristic prayer of the Mass, and is usually accorded triduum, often 
in another church in Rome.   

 

Beatification allows veneration, canonization requires it. The beati-
fied are recommended to a city/region or religious order for venera-
tion, the Canonized are recommended to the whole Church.
