UPCOMING EVENTS 

%ÙÖÔɯ3ÏÌɯ5ÈÛÐÊÈÕɯ(ÕÚÐËÌÙȯɯ 
Living a sober life, not being overpowered by ñmaterial thingsò, 
not depending  on ñestablished plansò but being ready for lifeôs 
changes and Godôs surprises. These were Pope Francisô words of 
advice at todayôs Angelus for the First Sunday of Advent.  
 Appearing at the window of the study in the Vatican Ap-
ostolic Palace, the Pope introduced the Marian prayer by remind-
ing his audience that ñtoday marks the start of a new liturgical 
year for the Church, in other words a new journey of faith for the 
people of God. And as always, we begin with Advent.ò  He then 
highlighted the Gospel introduces us to one of the most mystical 
times of Advent: the Lordôs visit to humanity.ò The first, in the 
past, is ñthe Incarnation, and Birth of Jesus in the manger in Beth-
lehemò; the second, is in the present, ñas Jesus visits us continual-
ly, every day; and the final visit, in the future, when Jesus ñwill 
come again in glory to judge the living and the dead." Today God 
ñspeaks to us about this last visit which will happen in the end of 
time and tells us where our journey will end.ò  
 The World of the Lord "brings out the contrast between 
the normal unfolding of things, the daily routine, and the sudden 
coming of the Lordò. ñLike in the days before the flood, when 
they ate, drank, took a wife, took a husband, until the day Noah 
boarded the Arc and no one noticed a thing until the flood came 
and overwhelmed everyone.ò Francis observed: ñIt is always strik-
ing when we think about the hours preceding a disaster: everyone 
goes about their usual business completely unaware that their en-
tire life is about to be turned upside down.ò However, the Pope 
stressed, "the Gospel does not want to frighten us, but to open up 
our horizon to another, greater dimension, which on one hand rel-
ativize every day occurrences but at the same time makes them 
precious, decisive. The relationship with the God-who-comes-to-
visit casts a different light on everything, giving it a whole new 
meaning, a symbolic value.ò  
 ñLooking at it from this perspective,ò Francis added,ò it is 
an invitation to sobriety, to not be dominated by the things of this 
worldò but rather to keep them in their proper place. If, on the oth-
er hand, we allow ourselves to be overpowered by a concern for 
material things, we will not be able to perceive what is much more 
important: our final encounter with the Lord". ñThis is important,ò 
Francis added, speaking off the cuff: ñthe things we do every day 
must point towards this,ò in other words towards our final encoun-
ter with God.  
 "In this time of Advent we are called to enlarge the hori-
zons of our hearts, to be surprised by the life that is presented each 
day with its newness. In order to do this we need to learn to not 
depend on our own securities,ò Francis warned, ñour own estab-
lished plans, because the Lord comes in the hour which we donôt 
imagine.ò 
 Invoking Our Lady, Virgin of Advent, the Pope asked her 
to ñhelp us not to consider ourselves owners of our lives, not to 
resist when the Lord comes to change it, but to be ready to go to 
him, as a welcome and expected guest, although it upsets our
