UPCOMING EVENTS 
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"The first task of the Church's mission is forgiveness," the Pope 
says, recalling the meaning of the extraordinary Holy Year that has 
just concluded and the pastoral testimony of St. John Paul II who 
devoted the First Sunday after Easter to the Divine Mercy that 
ñcommits us to be instruments of peace and justice."  
 Mercy is the only way to "heal the heart and open it to the 
needs of our brothers and sisters with sharing and participa-
tion", the Pope warns. "Violence, rancor, revenge have no sense, 
and the first victims are the ones who live in these feelings because 
they are abnegating their own dignity.ò  
 At Regina Coeli, Francesco explains to the faithful gath-
ered in Saint Peter's Square "the sense of mercy, the forgiving of 
sins, that occurs on the day of the resurrection of Jesus." And "the 
Risen Jesus has sent to his Church, as a first task, his own mission 
to bring to everyone the concrete announcement of forgiveness. 
This visible sign of his mercy brings with him the peace of heart 
and the joy of a renewed encounter with the Lord."  
 Mercy is the only way to open our minds and make us real-
ize that violence is useless. In his reflection, the Pope also address-
es those who "work in school and in the field of education" and in 
introducing the Marian prayer which, in the Easter season replaces 
the Angelus, he recalls that "every Sunday we remember the resur-
rection of the Lord Jesus, but it is after Easter, that Sundays acquire 
an even more enlightening meaning.ò  
 "Mercy,ò the Pope emphasizes, ñfavors the recognition of 
those who need consolation and finds the appropriate words to give 
comfort."   
 Mercy, in short, "commits everyone to be instruments of 
justice, reconciliation and peace". Therefore, the Pope recom-
mends, "Let us never forget that mercy is the keystone in the life of 
faith, and the concrete form in which we give visibility to the resur-
rection of Jesus." And may "Mary, Mother of Mercy, help us to 
believe and to live with joy all this."  
 Following the Churchôs tradition, the Pope emphasized, 
"this Sunday is called in albis: the expression recalls the rite of 
those who had received baptism on the Easter Vigil: each of them 
was given a white robe proof of the new dignity acquired as chil-
dren of God." And, continues the pontiff, "still today, babies are 
offered a small symbolic garment while adults wear a real one." 
That white dress, in the past, "was worn for a week, until Sunday in 
albis, when it was set aside, and newcomers began their new life in 
Christ and in the Church." In the jubilee of the year 2000, he points 
out, "St. John Paul II established that this Sunday was to be dedi-
cated to the Divine Mercy: what a good intuition! A few months 
have gone by since "the conclusion of the extraordinary Jubilee of 
Mercy and this Sunday invites us to resume the grace that comes 
from Godôs mercy.ò 
 Today's Gospel, the Pope comments, is "the story of the 
apparition of the Risen Christ to the disciples gathered in the cena-
cle." St. John writes that Jesus, having greeted his disciples, said to 
them, "As the Father has sent me, I also send you."  Having said 
this, He breathed on them and said, ñReceive the Holy Spirit. 
Those to whom you will forgive sins will be forgiven." Therefore, 
the Pontiff said, "Mercy in the light of Easter is to be perceived as a 
true form of knowledge of the mystery that we live." And "we 
know that we can recognize It through many forms: senses, intui-
tion, reason, and more."
